For the leaders of nations: May their first concern be to preserve and foster peace
through compassionate policies and just systems. We glorify You, thank You and pray
to You, O Lord.

For those who suffer from physical and mental illness: May they be healed through
God’s infinite mercy and be comforted by those who care for them. We glorify You,
thank You and pray to You, O Lord.

For families: May they grow stronger in their love and commitment to one another.
We glorify You, thank You and pray to You, O Lord.

For catechists: May they be blessed with creativity and enthusiasm as stewards of God’s
gifts. We glorify You, thank You and pray to You, O Lord.
