T
he Radio “Voice of Charity”
(VOC) was founded on the Feast
of Pentecost in 1984. It is

managed by the Congregation of
Maronite Lebanese Missionaries, in
coordination with the Council of
Catholic Patriarchs and Bishops of
Lebanon. Its programs are broadcast on
an official waveband given by the
Lebanese government.  Programs are
prepared and presented by bishops,
priests, nuns, monks and lay people
from all Churches in Lebanon and
abroad. 

Its languages are: Arabic
(20hrs/day); French (3hrs/day); English
(1hr./day); Armenian (1hr./week);
SriLankan (1hr./week); Philippino
(1hr./week); as well as Ghanaian;
Indian; and Ethiopian, and the
traditional liturgical languages of
Syriac, Latin and Greek.  Programs are
instructive, spiritual, biblical, liturgical,
hum anitarian , instructional and
ecumenical; they are oriented towards
the family, youth, children, elderly, the
ailing, lonely and those exposed to
various temptations and difficulties and
all people of good will.

The History of the Voice of
Chari ty and its Future

M ay  1,  1997:  V O C  s ta r ted
broadcasting daily thirty-minute
instruct ion a l p rogram s on  the
shortwave band in direction of the
Middle East. Radio Vatican provided
the VOC with the means to do so. The
program was broadcast at 6:30 a.m.
Rome time, with the aim that the Word
of God should reach all the Arabic
Churches of the Middle East. 

August 1997: The VOC concluded an
accord of cooperation and exchanges of

experiences with regard to programs
and technical advancements with Radio
Maria-Italy, an internationally oriented
Italian station. The VOC is currently
studying the possibility of broadcasting
via satellite so that it may reach all the
Lebanese across the world.

On September  1, 2008, VOC, the
pioneer Lebanese radio station, will
start broadcasting its programs 24
hrs./day live on the Internet to the
whole world on the following address:
http :/w ww.radiochar ity .or g.lb .

The Voice of Charity established
recently a broadcasting station in South
Lebanon to transmit the Word of God
to all good-willed faithful persons in

Jordan, the Holy Land and neighboring
countries.

During its sixteenth anniversary
celebration, Pentecost 2000, the Voice
of Charity began the “Y outh
Movement” which gathered young men
and women seeking to know God more
and honor Him in projects and activities
of service to others. The following year,
the “Voice of Charity Families,” was
formed and fully engaged to spread the
Word of God and cooperate in the VOC
mission.

In M ay 2005, Voice of Charity was
bombed and its building destroyed
inflicting major technical and financial
difficulties. However, VOC kept

Lady and ask her intercession for
peace on earth. 

i M ary’ s Tr ip:  Our blessed Mother
and protector unites us with our
listeners on different occasions.
One of these occasions is a
pilgrimage trip to one of the
Lebanese regions. This event takes
place on the first weekend of
November every year. 

i T ransfi guration day: A religious
concert takes place on the
beginning of August and the choir
sings hymns to glorify the Lord. 

i Summer  Exhibit ion: We are
proud of our identity and culture so
we revive our tradition in the
summer exhibitions that we
organize specifically to remind the
youth of the richness of diversity of
our people.

i Social Play: Prepared by the Voice
of Charity, where a religious-social
message is communicated in every
play.

i The Children’s Carn ival: Held at
Apostles College in Jounieh during
the Christmas vacation brings joy

and happiness to the youth and
reminds us all that the road to
heaven is still through a child’s
heart.

i Annual M ass: The annual Mass
takes place on Pentecost to
celebrate the VOC anniversary.
This occasion is special; the young
VOC members and families renew
their vows in serving the Lord.
